Recording Main and Sub streams together will require significantly more hard drive space than single-stream recording. When single-
stream (either Main or Sub stream) recording is applied, up to 22 channels can be assigned to one hard disk. But when dual-stream
(Main and Sub streams) recording is enabled, only up to 11 channels can be recorded to one hard disk.

The frame rate limit is based on the resolution of video sources. The higher video resolutions, the lower frame rates you can assign to a
single hard disk. In other words, the higher frame rates you wish to record, the more hard disks you need to install. For the information of
recording frame rates, you may consult the user’s manual of the IP camera that you wish to connect to.
